Sam always has something interesting to say: 
 
 People work hard but if you depend on the land, then the months from November to April are always going to be difficult.  Most people do not 
have land to grow enough rice to feed the family for the year, yet rice bought in March is twice the price of rice bought after the harvest in May.   
Before Lova Soa and the feeding programme there were perhaps two deaths per year caused by malnutrition in Ambatoharanana and others in the 
surrounding villages.   I haven't heard about any child deaths since the beginning of Lovasoa and the feeding problem.  It makes sure the children 
have enough reserves to fight off infections.  The village chief recently told me that children no longer look listless or like a bag of bones as they 
used to before harvest.  
  
Sam  Beeton  and  his  wife  Violette  work  on  the  MSP  committee  in  Madagascar.    They  have  been  instrumental  in  getting  the  school  established  and  the  board  in  Canada  relies  
on  their  assessment  of    the  needs  of  the  local  community.
