School Project is growing by leaps and bounds.  It has been an amazing year.  Kathy returned to Madagascar at the 
end of June and in just five months has achieved remarkable progress. 
 
Sekoly Lovasoa, built in 2008, now has 125  
students, between the ages of three and six.  Each 
child comes for five half-days and we have two 
full-time Malagasy teachers and an aide who 
provide instruction in English. We have just 
completed a canteen, where the cook provides all 
students with a daily lunch.  The canteen is large 
enough to accommodate meetings with parents 
and community events.  Our school now employs 
a total of eight people from  
the local communities. 
 
 

The Madagascar School Project Team is very proud to announce that a 
second school has been built in the village of Ambohiborosy, about an 
ƘƻǳǊΩǎ walking distance from Sekoly Lovasoa. The Tenaquip Foundation, in 
commemoration of its founder, Mr. Ken Reed, has generously sponsored 

the building of this school.  On January 5th, 2010, Seko ly 

Tenaquip  will open its doors to ninety-eight students ranging in age 

from four to six.     The school will employ a principal, four teachers and two 
aides, as well as a cook, a book keeper, a librarian and a guard.  Thanks to 
the benevolence of the Tenaquip Foundation, education and employment 
opportunities help    erase the cycle of poverty and empower the Malagasy 
people to ensure a better future not only for their families, but for  the next 
generation. 

 

Meanwhile our team on the home front hosted three very successful fundraisers .   
 

In May, the Maxville Dinner/ Silent Auction  was well attended by approximately

The Ben Wicks I Can Foundation was founded on the principle that every child 
deserves an opportunity to read and write.   Thanks to their generous donation  of 
$3,000.00, a library is in the process of being  completed at Sekoly Lova Soa.  This will 
serve not only the school, but the community as well.  We will have  books in three 
languages, English, French and Malagasy.  An initiative by local school teacher, 
Lorraine Clarke, was very successful.  Lorraine was able to ship a palette of books, 

approximately 1720 books (!!! ) to Madagascar and they too will be enjoyed  by  the  

school  and  community.    Hence  the  need  for  that  librarian! 
 

 
An exciting initiative began this past summer, ǿƛǘƘ WƻǎŜƭƛƴŜΩǎ ŘƻƎƎŜŘ ŘŜǘŜǊƳƛƴŀǘƛƻƴ 
to have the organization άOne Lap Top per ChilŘέ involved with our project. This US 
based charity offers specially designed computers to children in third world 
countries, and university students volunteer their time and expertise to ensure 
success.   The MSP teamed up with 4 American university students  and together we 
won a competition  where we were  awarded with 100  laptops.  When our 
American friends   arrived in Madagascar in June armed with computers for Sekoly 
Lovasoa, a sense of excitement spread throughout the village. For children who had 
never held a pencil, these child-proof, child-friendly lap tops literally opened up a 
whole new world.   Teachers and students alike, hungry for technology, were 
fascinated.  The university team provided the training for the teachers during the 
summer and now the teachers oversee their use in  the   classroom.  The possibilities 
are endless!
